Liturgy Corner  
The Baptism of the Lord: 
This Sunday marks a transition from the Christmas season to Ordinary Time. On Christmas, we celebrated 
the dawning of the Light to those who dwelt in darkness. The light of a star guided the Magi to Bethlehem to 

see the newborn king ï the first time that the light of Christ was     revealed to the Gentiles.  Christmas Time ends with 
the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord, a feast that also marks the beginning of the ñordinaryò days of Jesusô ministry. The 
baptism of Jesus is another manifestation of Christ, another epiphany. Christ's baptism inaugurates his mission. In an 
analogous way, our Baptism inaugurates our mission as Christians.  The baptism of Jesus proclaims a theophany, a 
revelation or manifestation of the divine Sonship of Jesus by his anointing and appointing to his messianic office.  It is 
the feast that proclaims the Baptism that elevates believers to the status of sons and daughters of God.  In a way, to-
day's feast is the high point of the Christmas season. Before Jesus' birth, angels announced to Mary and to Joseph who 
Jesus would be. At his birth, the shepherds and the Magi recognize Jesus as the Messiah. At his baptism, Jesus ac-
cepts that he is God's son and inaugurates that mission.  At Jesus' baptism, God affirms his Son's mission for salvation. 
God announces his pleasure with Jesus and, in Matthew's Gospel, announces to all that, ñThis is my beloved 
Sonò (Matthew 3:17). With this affirmation, Jesus is able to resist the temptations described next in Matthew's Gospel 
and to begin his public ministry. As family members, we can support one another in our Christian living by affirming the 
importance of each person in our eyes and in God's. Confident that through our Baptism we too were made children of 
God, we can resist temptation and share in Christ's mission. Todayôs Gospel also speaks of the most beautiful relation-
ship between Father and Son.  As parents we are called to follow Godôs example to be bold, embracing and affirming of 
our children.  Purposely seek out opportunities (or times) to tell your child that you are well pleased with them, no matter 
their age.  Todayôs readings remind us that we are loved deeply and God is well pleased.
