When it is your turn to receive tell the priest you 
need a low gluten host and he will go to the tab-
ernacle to get you one and then give you com-
munion.

Lenten Regulations  

All Catholics 14 years and older must abstain 
from meat on the Fridays of Lent, Ash Wednes-
day and Good Friday.  All Catholics between  
ages 18 and 59 are to fast on Ash Wednesday 
and Good Friday. 

 
ƷTo fast means to eat one full meal; the other 
two meals that day should be less than the nor-
mal amount unless they are already at a mini-
mum for good health. Eating between meals is 
not permitted; however, liquids including coffee, 
milk and fruit juices are allowed. 
 
ƷThe Sacrament of Reconciliation during the 
season of Lent is very important to all.  The 
Church states:  ñThe faithful should clearly and 
positively be encouraged to receive the Sacra-
ment of Penance during Lent.ò

Liturgy Corner  
I received a couple of questions this past week.  One asking 
about having a Mass said for a particular petition.  Yes, the 
daily and Sunday mass may offered for a special inten-

tion.  If you have a family member of friend who has died or is ill or has 
need of extra prayer you may come to the parish office and ask to have 
a mass offered for the person.  You will be told which dates are availa-
ble.  There is an offering suggested by the Archdiocese in the amount of 
$10.  If you are not able to pay $10 you may still request a mass.  The 
Archdiocese sets a suggested amount to guide people.  Remember this 
is a donation but the parish does not add this donation to your state-
ment at the end of the year.  The money is used for paying priests who 
help at our liturgies which include Mass and Reconciliation.  The sec-
ond question is on the Mass and I will answer that next week. 

First Sunday of Lent Reflection 

Jesus fasts for 40 days in the desert and is tempted by the devil. In 
each of the three Synoptic Gospels (Mark, Matthew, and Luke), after 
Jesus' baptism by John, Jesus is reported to have gone to the desert to 
fast and pray for 40 days. In each case, while in the desert, Jesus is 
tempted by the devil. The account of Jesus' temptation in the desert is 
filled with allusions and parallels to the Old Testament, including the sto-
ry of the people of Israel. The Israelites spent 40 years wandering in the 
desert in Exodus, for example, and Jesus spends 40 days in the desert. 
As the Israelites were tempted during the Exodus, so too was Jesus 
tempted. Each temptation offers insight into both God and the human 
condition. When Jesus resists the temptations presented to him by the 
devil, he draws on his religious upbringing and tradition. We are called 
upon to immerse ourselves fully in our Catholic Christian tradition so 
that they too will be able to draw upon this tradition to resist the tempta-
tions we face in our lives. Look to the importance of Scripture in our 
lives.  Recall that Jesus rebuked the devil's temptations by quoting 
Scripture. Spend time reading and learning the scriptures so they can 
aid you in resisting temptation.
