Liturgy Corner:  compiled by Pat Raschio (sources Formed, At Home With The Word, Scott Hahn 

and Loyola Press, Sourcebook) 

Itôs easy to believe we control our lives. We can be entertained on demand, get plastic surgery and create 
online personas on Facebook. But our real identity, says St. Paul, is a s dependent children of God The 
psalmist envisions us being held in the divine hand. Life affirms the lessons of Scripture: disappointment, pov-
erty, illness, or death awaken us to the folly of so-called autonomy. Itôs at low points when we can finally see 
that Jesus is our savior.  Todayôs readings invite us to ask ourselves who Jesus is, and what his identity 
means for our lives. Jesus asks his disciples the big question: ñWhat about you? Who do you say that I am?ò 
This question is at the heart of the Gospel. Itôs the question that Jesus asks each and every one of us, and we 
cannot remain neutral in answering. Peter replies on behalf of the rest of the apostles that Jesus is the Christ, 
the messiah of God. This answer may seem obvious to us, but two thousand years ago it wasnôt obvious at 
all. Most of the Jews of that time expected the messiah to be a political or military leader who would over-
throw the Romans, so Peterôs profession is truly a revelation from God.  Once Peter has professed his faith in 
Jesusô identity as the messiah, Jesus begins to teach his apostles what it means for him to be the messiahð
overthrowing sin by the cross. For his followers, this means that anyone who wishes to come after Jesus 
must deny himself and take up his cross. To be a Christian is a decision, and choosing to follow Jesus re-
quires a radical shift in control: we let go of our own agendas and trust that he will give back to us our truest 
self.  In the ancient Church Christians would inscribe a cross on the eastern walls of their homes and pray 
toward it so that they might place themselves under the power of that ñfountain to purify from sin and unclean-
nessò and in order to daily prepare themselves to receive him when he comes in glory. There, too, they would 
exercise that ñspirit of grace and petitionò for the world and pray, ñThy kingdom come on earth as it is in heav-
en.ò We still do that to this day in our churches in the Mass, but to live in this prophecy we ought to turn to the 
east in our homes as well, as did the ancient saints. 

In St. Paulôs letter is about the transformation in grace that happens in the Christian. Here we see clearly the 
cause of that transformation, the sacrament of Baptism, and the full effect of that gracious gift, mystical unity 
with Christ and, as a consequence of that unity with him, radical union with each other in him. We are joined 
in the mystical body from many races, cultures and nations, but those distinctions cease to be sources of divi-
sion.  This unity between Christ and his Church constitutes what St. Augustine called the totus Christus, the 
whole Christ. When we embrace him we embrace his mystical body the Church, too, and all those who are 
joined with us to him.  In the wake of last weeks shootings we must as baptized Christians remember we are 
all one in Christ and not judge those who are different from ourselves. 

Solemnity of the Nativity of St. John the Baptist, our patron saint, is Friday, June 24th.  We know John 
the Baptist was the great prophet and herald of Jesus the Messiah.  St. John exemplifies the Christian life as 
one who proclaims the Gospel message of healing and repentance while he points out Christ to others and 
shows them the way to become united with God.  This solemnity coincides with the Gospel from this Sunday 
in that we are to be like John the Baptist and proclaim loudly the Jesus is the Messiah and be willing to carry 
our cross in a prayerful manner rather than complaining to anyone who will listen.

They are in need of clean clothing, especially 
childrenôs and menôs clothing.  They offer clients an opportunity to go to the clothing closet 
to select items their family need.  They are also in need of small household items like dish-
es, pots and pans, silverware, towels, curtains, bedding and such.  If you have any items 
you would like to donate to The Francis Center please drop them off during business hours.

The following is an article a parishioner shared 
with me and I would like to share these insights 
with you.   
 
 
 
 
 
ñThe practice of lighting candles before the 
Lord goes back to the Old Testament. God      
required the Israelites to maintain lamps burn-
ing before the Holy of Holies (from the book of 
Exodus 40).  Light stands for Christ, so the 
burning of candles or lamps has naturally 
come to symbolize Christ in a special way            
(Jn 8:12). A candle must burn perpetually             
before the Real Presence in the Eucharist, 
therefore, as it did before the Presence in the 
Temple. It can also stand for the people,              
present before the Lord, even if physically            
absent. In the same sense burning incense 
rising to God can symbolize the prayers of the 
faithful (Rev 5:8, 8:3).  Something that is 
"votiveò has to do with a vow. God is please 
with our vows, provided we keep them (Mt 
5:33, Acts 18:18).  A Catholic who lights a              
votive candle, makes an offering and places 
an intention before the Lord.  The candle               
symbolizes their intention, it can also stand for 
their presence in prayer before God, and their 
union, as a Christian, with Christ the light of 
the world. The votive element is the exchange 
of the offering for Godôs answer to their pray-
er.   So the practice of votive candles has very 
biblical roots and is very symbolic of who we 
are as Christians united to Christ, and of our 
complete dependence upon God in our 
need.ò  We thank the volunteers who take care 
that we have candles ready each week.
