Boletín liturgia de la esquina:

El Evangelio de este domingo es otra par§bola y 
contin¼a la forma la semana pasada. Una par§bola 
es como un espejo que Jes¼s nos est§ sostenien-
do. àD·nde est§s en esta historia? 
En la Biblia, la vi¶a es una met§fora de las 
riquezas y deleites que los santos de Dios disfruta-
r§n en el tiempo del fin. El vino estaba asociado 
con el don de la vida y la alegr²a, ambos frutos del 
Reino de Dios. Los fariseos habr²an entendido que 
la vi¶a representaba a Israel, el due¶o de la tierra 
representaba a Dios, los siervos representaban a 
los profetas, y los malos inquilinos representaban a 
los l²deres religiosos. Sin embargo Jes¼s explica el 
significado de la par§bola para su audiencia: El 
Reino de Dios ser§ tomado de los incr®dulos y 
dado a los fieles. Los nuevos inquilinos son fieles 
seguidores jud²os y gentiles de Jes¼s. 
 
Este Evangelio muestra la tensi·n que se extend²a 
entre Jes¼s y los l²deres religiosos jud²os que pen-
saban que su mensaje era peligroso. Esta par§bola 
expresa la muerte de Jes¼s a manos de los l²deres 
jud²os. El Evangelio de Mateo fue escrito unos 70 
a¶os despu®s de la muerte de Jes¼s y refleja los 
conflictos y las tensiones encontradas en la comun-
idad cristiana para quien Mateo estaba escribiendo. 
Muchos eruditos b²blicos creen que la tensi·n entre 
la comunidad de Mateo y sus vecinos jud²os 
tambi®n puede ser escuchada en la lectura de hoy. 
En la segunda lectura Pablo expresa lo que el buen 
fruto simboliza: todo lo que es honorable, justo, pu-
ro y gracioso. Cada uno somos una vid en la vi¶a 
del Se¶or, injertada en la vid verdadera de Cristo, 
llamada a dar frutos de la justicia en £l. Este Evan-
gelio nos recuerda la importancia de escuchar la 
palabra de Dios. Dios nos habla de muchas 
maneras: a trav®s de la Escritura, a trav®s de 
nuestra tradici·n de la Iglesia, en la ense¶anza de 
nuestra Iglesia, ya trav®s de los profetas moder-
nos. àEstamos atentos y receptivos a la palabra de 
Dios para nosotros a trav®s de estos mensajeros? 
àD·nde estamos en esta historia? Las uvas eran 
una importante cosecha de alimentos en el antiguo 
Israel. Las uvas se mencionan m§s de cincuenta 
veces en la Biblia. 
 
Reflexi·n: àQu® es una cosa, un "buen fruto", que 
podr²as hacer esta semana para edificar el reino de 
Dios? Comprom®tete a actuar sobre este pensam-
iento escribiendo una acci·n especial y un momen-
to en que puedas hacerlo.

Liturgy Corner

This Sundayôs Gospel is another parable and contin-
ues from last week.  A parable  is like a mirror Jesus 
is holding up to us.  Where are you in this story? 
In the Bible, the vineyard is a metaphor for the riches 
and delights that Godôs holy ones will enjoy in the end 
time.  Wine was associated with the gift of life and joy 
both of which are the fruits of Godôs Kingdom.  The 
Pharisees would have understood that the vineyard 
represented Israel, the landowner represented God, 
the servants represented the prophets, and the bad 
tenants represented the religious leaders.  Jesus 
nonetheless explains the meaning of the parable for 
his audience: The Kingdom of God will be taken from 
the unbelieving and given to the faithful. The new      
tenants are faithful Jewish and Gentile followers of 
Jesus. 
 
This Gospel shows the tension that was mounting 
between Jesus and the Jewish religious leaders who 
thought that his message was dangerous.  This para-
ble expresses Jesusô death at the hands of the Jew-
ish leaders.  Matthew's Gospel was written about 70 
years after Jesus' death and reflects the conflicts and 
tensions found in the Christian community for whom 
Matthew was writing. Many biblical scholars believe 
that the tension between Matthew's community and 
their Jewish neighbors can also be heard in today's 
reading.  In the second reading Paul expresses what 
good fruit symbolizes ï everything that is honorable, 
just, pure and gracious.  We are each a vine in the 
Lordôs vineyard, grafted onto the true vine of Christ, 
called to bear fruits of the righteousness in Him.  This 
Gospel reminds us of the importance of listening to 
God's word. God speaks to us in many waysð
through Scripture, through our Church tradition, in our 
Church's teaching, and through modern-day proph-
ets. Are we attentive and receptive to God's word to 
us through these messengers?  Where are we in this 
story? Grapes were an important food crop in ancient 
Israel. Grapes are mentioned more than fifty times in 
the Bible.    
 
Reflection:  What is one thing, one ñgood fruit,ò that 
you could do this week to build up the kingdom of 
God? Make a commitment to act on this thought by 
writing down a special action and a time when you 
can do it.
