Liturgy Corner

Joy Prepares Our Hearts is the theme of todayôs readings.  The third Sunday of Advent is called Gaudete 
Sunday. Gaudete, a Latin word which means ñrejoice,ò is taken from the entrance antiphon for Sundayôs 
Mass. This theme is echoed in todayôs second reading from the first Letter to the Thessalonians. It is a           
reminder that Advent is a season of joy because our salvation is already at hand.  In his homily for Gaudete 
Sunday in 2014, Pope Francis taught that to have joy a Christian must do three things: pray, give thanks, 
and share the Good News. And St. Thomas Aquinas, the ñangelic doctor,ò defines joy as a fruit of the 
Holy Spirit that flows immediately from charity, or love of God.   Todayôs responsorial is taken from Maryôs 

words in the Magnificat.   
 
Pray these words this week, especially in the Adoration Chapel. 
 
The Gospel for today combines a brief passage from the prologue to Johnôs Gospel with a report on the 
ministry of John the Baptist.  Messengers from the Jewish priests, the Levites and the Pharisees question 
John about his identity and the meaning of the baptisms that he is performing. Johnôs Gospel uses these 
questions to establish the relationship between Jesus and John the Baptist. John the Baptist is not the  
Messiah, nor is he Elijah or the Prophet. In Johnôs denials, we hear echoes of the kind of messianic expec-
tations that were common in first-century Palestine. The only affirmative response that John the Baptist 
gives is when he quotes the prophet Isaiah. Upon answering the next question, John announces that the 
savior they seek is already among them, but as yet unrecognized. Johnôs response highlights for us an        
important Advent theme: Jesus has already come into the world as our savior. During Advent, we pray that 
we will be able to recognize Jesusô presence in our midst. Advent also reminds us that Jesus will come 
again to fulfill the promise of salvation. We pray that we will continue to be watchful as we anticipate that 
great day.  The Eucharist: The great spiritual masters teach us that a key to rejoicing always is to work     
intentionally to give thanks. A heart overflowing with gratitude does not succumb to darkness. Our word for 
Eucharist actually comes from the Greek eukharistia, meaning ñthanksgiving.  At Mass, we offer Jesusô         
sacrifice in thanksgiving to the Father. By being with Jesus in Adoration, we can rest in this thanksgiving. In 
the Eucharist, we give thanks for our greatest gift, God himself, and there we learn how to keep this gift    
always present in our minds so we can truly give thanks and ñrejoice always.ò  This week try to visit the       
Adoration Chapel or go to a daily Mass.  All through this Advent Season we await the coming of Jesus both  
present and in the second coming. We are able to participate in his presence with us now in the Church and 
preeminently in the Blessed Sacrament.  What do you think is the relationship between prayer and joy? Joy 
and thanksgiving?  How can you pray more and be more thankful?  Write your prayer of joy on a star and 
leave it in the basket in Church.

During these last weeks of the Advent season take time to begin this bible study on Mary the Moth-
er of Jesus.  Are you challenged with having a devotion to Mary or do family members chal-
lenge?  This series is for you.  If you have a devotion toward our Blessed Mother this series will    
increase your devotion and give you the knowledge to answer otherôs doubts.  The Bible and the 
Virgin Mary {also available in Spanish} is a dynamic twelve-part video series that beautifully  
explains the Catholic truths about Our Lady, showing how she has been a part of Godôs plan to 
bring salvation to the world since the beginning of time. In addition to explanation of dogmas,        
answers to common objections, and demonstration of Maryôs presence in the Old and New Testa-
ments, this study discusses Church-approved Marian apparitions that play an important role in 
Catholic Tradition. Itôs sure to help Catholics and non-Catholics alike grow in an understanding and 
appreciation of the Mother of God.

Rinc·n de la Liturgia

Joy Prepara Nuestros Corazones es el tema de las lecturas de hoy. El tercer domingo de Adviento se llama 
Domingo Gaudete. Gaudete, una palabra latina que significa "regocijarse", est§ tomada de la ant²fona de 
entrada a la misa del domingo. Este tema se repite en la segunda lectura de hoy de la primera Carta a los 
Tesalonicenses. Es un recordatorio de que el Adviento es un tiempo de alegr²a porque nuestra salvaci·n ya 
est§ cerca. En su homil²a del domingo de Gaudete en 2014, el Papa Francisco ense¶· que para tener 
alegr²a, un cristiano debe hacer tres cosas: orar, dar gracias y compartir las Buenas Nuevas. Y Santo 
Tom§s de Aquino, el "m®dico ang®lico", define la alegr²a como un fruto del Esp²ritu Santo que fluye inmedi-
atamente de la caridad o el amor de Dios. El responsorial de hoy est§ tomado de las palabras de Mar²a en 
el Magnificat. 
Ora estas palabras esta semana, especialmente en la Capilla de la Adoraci·n. 
 
El Evangelio de hoy combina un breve pasaje del pr·logo al Evangelio de Juan con un informe sobre el min-
isterio de Juan el Bautista. Los mensajeros de los sacerdotes jud²os, los levitas y los fariseos preguntan a 
Juan sobre su identidad y el significado de los bautismos que est§ realizando. El Evangelio de Juan usa es-
tas preguntas para establecer la relaci·n entre Jes¼s y Juan el Bautista. Juan el Bautista no es el Mes²as, ni 
®l es El²as o el Profeta. En las negaciones de John, escuchamos ecos del tipo de expectativas mesi§nicas 
que eran comunes en la Palestina del primer siglo. La ¼nica respuesta afirmativa que da Juan el Bautista es 
cuando cita al profeta Isa²as. Al responder la siguiente pregunta, John anuncia que el salvador que buscan 
ya est§ entre ellos, pero a¼n no reconocido. La respuesta de Juan nos muestra un importante tema de Ad-
viento: Jes¼s ya vino al mundo como nuestro salvador. Durante el Adviento, rezamos para que podamos 
reconocer la presencia de Jes¼s en medio de nosotros. El Adviento tambi®n nos recuerda que Jes¼s vendr§ 
nuevamente para cumplir la promesa de la salvaci·n. Oramos para que continuemos atentos mientras antic-
ipamos ese gran d²a. La Eucarist²a: Los grandes maestros espirituales nos ense¶an que la clave del regoci-
jo siempre es trabajar intencionalmente para dar gracias. Un coraz·n rebosante de gratitud no sucumbe a la 
oscuridad. Nuestra palabra para la Eucarist²a en realidad proviene del griego eukharistia, que significa 
"acci·n de gracias". En la misa, ofrecemos el sacrificio de Jes¼s en acci·n de gracias al Padre. Al estar con 
Jes¼s en Adoraci·n, podemos descansar en esta acci·n de gracias. En la Eucarist²a, damos gracias por 
nuestro mayor regalo, Dios mismo, y all² aprendemos c·mo mantener este regalo siempre presente en 
nuestras mentes para que realmente podamos dar gracias y "regocijarnos siempre". Esta semana intenta 
visitar la Capilla de la Adoraci·n o vaya a una misa diaria. A lo largo de esta temporada de Adviento, esper-
amos la venida de Jes¼s presente y en la segunda venida. Podemos participar en su presencia con no-
sotros ahora en la Iglesia y preeminentemente en el Sant²simo Sacramento. àCu§l crees que es la relaci·n 
entre la oraci·n y la alegr²a? Alegr²a y acci·n de gracias? àC·mo puedes orar m§s y estar m§s agradecido? 
Escribe tu oraci·n de alegr²a en una estrella y d®jala en la canasta en la Iglesia.

Esta serie es para ti Si tienes una devoci·n hacia nuestra Sant²sima Madre, esta 
serie aumentar§ tu devoci·n y te dar§ el conocimiento para responder a las dudas de los dem§s. La Biblia y 
la Virgen Mar²a (tambi®n disponible en espa¶ol) es una din§mica serie de videos de doce partes que explica 
maravillosamente las verdades cat·licas sobre Nuestra Se¶ora, mostrando c·mo ella ha sido parte del plan 
de Dios para llevar la salvaci·n al mundo desde el comienzo de hora. Adem§s de la explicaci·n de los dog-
mas, las respuestas a las objeciones comunes y la demostraci·n de la presencia de Mar²a en el Antiguo y 
Nuevo Testamentos, este estudio discute las apariciones marianas aprobadas por la Iglesia que juegan un 
papel importante en la Tradici·n cat·lica. Es seguro que ayudar§ tanto a los cat·licos como a los no cat·li-
cos a comprender y apreciar a la Madre de Dios.

SO ALL MAY HEAR 

Our church was built to the newest standards of the times in 1965, with plenty of glass and impressive 

stonework. And when the church is full, there are less problems with acoustics. However, in recent years, 

sound vibrates and bounces off the rock and glass surfaces, making it difficult if not impossible to hear 

clearly. 

THE CHALLENGE 

Over the years various attempts have been made to improve the sound system, but lack of funding and 

adequate technology has hampered efforts. Now we believe the time has come for us to make the invest-

ment in a system that experts believe can solve the majority of our problems with sound in our church. 

WHY BOSE? 

The Bose church sound system offers the most comprehensive and economical approach to improving 

sound in challenging acoustics environments like ours. With the help of experts, a system has been pro-

posed that has proven to be very successful in other church 

environments in the greater Portland area, who have had 

similar acoustical problems. 

The system will be set up so sound is broadcast at sitting ear-

level and reaching all cor- ners of the church. The system 

will also enable us to use different settings for different 

needs, and can be controlled digitally with iPads or notebooks. 

YOU CAN HELP! 

At our Town Hall meetings, you told us that fixing the sound system in the church should be a top priority. 

But until now it has been cost-prohibitive to fix. This project is now feasible and, with your help, could be 

in place before the end of the year. Total project cost is expected to be under $30,000. Donations should 

be payable to St. John the Baptist Catholic Church with the memo ñSound System Project.ò  Please send 

to the parish office or put in the Offertory basket as soon as possible.
